ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CITY OF ROSWELL ZONING ORDINANCE REGARDING PARKING REQUIREMENTS FOR BUILDINGS IN THE HISTORIC DISTRICT OF ROSWELL
WHEREAS, the City of Roswell now desires to amend its Zoning Ordinance and to create specific provisions with regard to parking requirements for commercial use within the Historic District; and
WHEREAS, the purpose is to allow for businesses to change uses without having to provide additional parking, and 
WHEREAS, the Mayor & City Council have determined that the regulation for parking requirements for commercial use within the Historic District are needed to protect the health, safety and welfare of the residents of Roswell; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to their authority, the Mayor & City Council adopt the following ordinance:

1.


The Zoning Ordinance of the City of Roswell is hereby amended by adding to existing Section 17.3.1 as follows:
Section 17.3.1  Off-Street Parking Required

Off-street automobile parking spaces shall be provided on every lot on which any building, structure, or use is hereafter established in all zoning districts, except as otherwise specifically exempted by this article. Required parking spaces shall be available for the parking of operable passenger vehicles for residents, customers, patrons, and employees, as appropriate given the subject use. The reuse of any structure, fifty years in age or older, which is zoned C-1 (Central Commercial District) and located within the Historic District of Roswell, shall be exempt from off-street parking requirements. and Any change in use shall be required to meet the parking requirements of the new use, provided that should there be no existing off-street parking, the new use shall only be required to meet the difference between the parking requirement for the new use and the existing use and maintain no net loss of off-street parking spaces.

This Ordinance is enacted pursuant to the authority granted to municipal governing authorities in Chapter 35 of Title 36 of the O.C.G.A., known as the Municipal Home Rule Act of 1965.

All ordinances, parts of ordinances and regulations in conflict here are repealed as of the effective date of this Ordinance.

It is the intention of the Mayor and Council, and it is hereby ordained that the provisions of this ordinance shall become and be made a part of the Zoning Ordinance, City of Roswell, Georgia and the sections of such text may be renumbered to accomplish such intention.
