RESOLUTION TO PURCHASE AND EXCHANGE  
CERTAIN PROPERTY ON OXBO ROAD


WHEREAS, the City of Roswell, a municipal corporation of the State of Georgia, has determined that it is in the public interest that the City acquire that certain parcel of land being described as follows:  

All that tract or parcel of land lying and being in Land Lot 415 of the First District and Second Section of formerly Cobb, now Fulton County, Georgia, and being more particularly described as follows:

BEGINNING at a point marked by an iron pin on the southwesterly line of the right-of-way of Oxbo Road at the intersection thereof with the west line of Land Lot 415, and running thence south along the west line of Land Lot 415 for a distance of one hundred fifty (150) feet to the centerline of Old Grimes Bridge Road (abandoned); and running thence southeasterly along the centerline of the abandoned Old Grimes Bridge Road for a distance of two hundred (200) feet to an iron pin; and running thence northerly for a distance of one hundred twenty three and two-tenths (123.2) feet to an iron pin on the southwesterly line of the right-of-way of Oxbo Road; and running thence northwesterly along the southwesterly right-of-way line of Oxbo Road for a distance of two hundred (200) feet to the iron pin at the point of beginning, being the same property conveyed to Marion E. King by deed recorded in Deed Book 65, Page 232, Cobb County Records, and being the same property described in a warranty deed from Mrs. Irene O. Little (Mrs. W.Y. Smith) to L.G. Otwell, dated August 9, 1941, and recorded in Deed Book 1864, Page 218, Fulton County Records, and being the same property conveyed by warranty deed from J.J. Cochran to James L. Woolard, dated May 27, 1964, filed May 28, 1964, and recorded in Deed Book 4242, Page 382, Fulton County, Georgia Records.  

WHEREAS, the owner of said land has agreed to sell the property for consideration including the exchange of a certain parcel of property described below plus a cash amount not to exceed  $ 700,000.00;  
All that tract or parcel of land lying and being in Land Lot 415 of the 1st District, 2nd Section, Fulton County, Georgia, being within the city limits of Roswell, Georgia, and being more particularly described as follows:

To find the TRUE POINT OF BEGINNING, start at an iron pin found at the intersection of the South right-of-way of Oxbo Road (50-foot right-of-way) with the East line of Land Lot 415 and go thence along the East line of Land Lot 415 South 02 degrees 24 minutes 09 seconds West 74.59 feet to an iron pin found; go thence along the East line of Land Lot 415 South 02 degrees 12 minutes 24 seconds West 64.90 feet to a point in the center of Big Creek; go thence along the centerline of Big Creek the following courses and distances:  South 81 degrees 52 minutes 24 seconds West 311.50 feet to a point; South 68 degrees 37 minutes 24 seconds West 121.00 feet to a point; South 58 degrees 09 minutes 24 seconds West 133.60 feet to a point; South 13 degrees 13 minutes 38 seconds West 17.96 feet to a point; South 01 degrees 07 minutes 20 seconds West 36.00 feet to a point; South 20 degrees 06 minutes 03 seconds East 57.53 feet to a point; thence leaving the centerline of Big Creek and go South 33 degrees 15 minutes 20 seconds West 73.82 feet to an iron pin set, which iron pin set is the TRUE POINT OF BEGINNING; going thence South 33 degrees 15 minutes 20 seconds West 71.18 feet to an iron pin set; going thence South 88 degrees 47 minutes 54 seconds West 76.36 feet to an iron pin found; going thence South 87 degrees 24 minutes 21 seconds West 128.25 feet to an iron pin found; going thence North 05 degrees 57 minutes 03 seconds West 174.87 feet to an iron pin set; going thence North 88 degrees 13 minutes 20 seconds East 209.00 feet to an iron pin set; going thence in a Southeasterly direction an arc distance of 129.07 feet with a radius of 150.00 feet, subtended by a chord with a bearing of South 24 degrees 55 minutes 12 seconds East and a distance of 125.13 feet to an iron pin set, which iron pin set is the TRUE POINT OF BEGINNING.  

The above-described property containing 0.88 acres and shown as Parcel 1 on Division Plat for City of Roswell entitled “Millers Division”, by Landair Surveying Company, dated October 6, 2010; and


WHEREAS, the City has determined that there is no public benefit or use to the above described .88 acre parcel of property; and   


WHEREAS, the corporate powers of the City, as stated in Section 1.03 of the Charter of the City of Roswell, allow the City to acquire real property:  


NOW, THEREFORE, the Mayor and Council do hereby adopt a Resolution as follows:

The Mayor and Council hereby abandon the above described 0.88 acres; and

The Mayor and/or the City Administrator with approval of the City Attorney are authorized, on behalf of the City of Roswell, Georgia, to execute the necessary documents to acquire and exchange the 0.88 acres described above plus a cash amount not to exceed $700,000.00 and normal and customary closing costs.
