WHEREAS 
The recycling market infrastructure in Georgia makes it one of the most 



prominent recycling states in the nation; viable markets exist in the state for 


paper, aluminum and steel, plastics, glass, tires, organics and electronics; and
WHEREAS
Recycling creates jobs and has a positive economic impact on communities 


throughout Georgia; and
WHEREAS
Georgia is the second largest pulp and paper producing state in the nation, accounting for over 10 billion dollars of annual product sales and one billion in annual payroll, the 15 mills in the state use recycled content materials for their production -- nine of them rely exclusively on recycled materials for their production; and
WHEREAS
Recycling saves energy, conserves water and other non-renewable natural resources, and reduces greenhouse gas emissions resulting in better air quality; and
WHEREAS
A 2005 Waste Disposal Characterization Study, funded through the Solid 

Trust Fund, reported that Georgians annually discard over 2.6 million tons of commonly recyclable materials, including 1.9 million tons of recyclable paper having millions of dollars worth of raw material value to Georgia manufacturers; and
WHEREAS
Sustainable recycling programs provide the raw materials that businesses need to 


grow and thrive, and promote private sector investment in public programs; and
WHEREAS
The America Recycles 2009 theme It All Comes Back to YOU emphasizes personal responsibility and commitment to protecting the environment and supporting economic development in our nation, state and local communities; and
WHEREAS
The City of Roswell is pleased to announce that the Roswell Recycling Center will add a used vegetable oil collection on November 1st to their service.  In addition, a month long old shoe collection will take place the month of November.  The quarterly Shred Fest continues on Saturday, November 14th from 8:00 a.m. to noon; and
WHEREAS
The City of Roswell and Keep Roswell Beautiful encourage all citizens to complete a pledge form promising to recycle more at the Recycling Center and at curbside; and
WHEREAS
The City of Roswell Recycling Center encourages citizens and schools to call the Center for a tour of the facility.
THEREFORE  I, Jere Wood, Mayor of the City of Roswell, do hereby proclaim November 15, 2009, as AMERICA RECYCLES DAY in Roswell and encourage our citizens to participate in recycling efforts.
