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Regular Meeting of the Mayor and City Council, Monday, April 5, 2010, 7:30 p.m., Mayor Jere Wood presiding.

Welcome – Mayor Jere Wood called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone present.
Pledge of Allegiance:  Jeb Edmonson from Boy Scout Troop 431
Councilmember Price stated a lot has been said about our Nations Founding Fathers and their motivation and spiritual character in establishing our country’s constitution.  She read from the Mayflower Compact stating it was good to reflect on history as Council deliberates.  
Consent Agenda:

Motion: Councilmember Wynn moved to approve items #1 and #2 of the Consent Agenda.  (Item #3 was moved to the Regular Agenda.) Councilmember Diamond seconded the motion.  There was no public comment.  The motion passed unanimously.
Regular Agenda 

Mayor’s Report:
1. Approval of appointment to the Cultural Arts Board.
Mayor Wood requested Council’s approval to appoint Laura Layton to the Cultural Arts Board.  
Motion: Councilmember Wynn moved for the approval of Laura Layton to the Cultural Arts Board.  Councilmember Igleheart seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
Environmental / Public Works Department – Councilmember Becky Wynn
2. Approval for the Mayor and/or City Administrator to sign a contract with The Dickerson Group, Inc. for the construction of the waterline along Opal Drive, Thomas Drive, and Charles Place (Phase 3) in the amount of $239,240.

Environmental/Public Works Director Stuart Moring stated this is part of a series of waterline replacement projects using Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Funds.  These are the highest priority waterline replacements projects within the improvement zone for CDGB grants.  The contract from The Dickerson Group, Inc. is the lowest responsive responsible bidder.  This will provide substantially improved fire protection, water quality, and water supply for the property owners.
Motion: Councilmember Wynn moved for approval for the Mayor and/or City Administrator to sign a contract with the Dickerson Group, Inc. for the construction of the waterline along Opal Drive, Thomas Drive, and Charles Place (Phase 3) in the amount of $239,240.  Councilmember Diamond seconded the motion.  There was no public comment.  The motion passed unanimously.
Transportation Department – Councilmember Rich Dippolito

Approval for the Mayor and/or City Administrator to sign a Project Framework Agreement (PFA) with Georgia Department of Transportation (GDOT) for the Chattahoochee River Bridge Pedestrian Enhancement Project. 
Transportation Deputy Director David Low stated GDOT has sent the city a Project Framework Agreement for the Chattahoochee River Bridge Bicycle and Pedestrian Enhancement project.  The scope of the project consists of a 12-foot wide multi-use trail bridge parallel to the existing bridge.  The project is funded with the $3 million earmark from 2003.  The earmark will cover 80% of the design and construction.  Roswell is seeking to secure a match agreement with Sandy Springs to pursue this project.  

Motion: Councilmember Igleheart moved for approval for the Mayor and/or City Administrator to sign a Project Framework Agreement (PFA) with Georgia Department of Transportation (GDOT) for the Chattahoochee River Bridge Pedestrian Enhancement Project. Councilmember Wynn seconded the motion.  There was no public comment.  
Mayor Wood asked if this could be approved conditioned upon Sandy Springs to agree to the 50% match.  Ms. Love answered yes.  

Amended Motion: Councilmember Igleheart moved for approval for the Mayor and/or City Administrator to sign a Project Framework Agreement (PFA) with Georgia Department of Transportation GDOT for the Chattahoochee River Bridge Pedestrian Enhancement Project, with the condition of the 50% match agreement for the project from Sandy Springs. Councilmember Wynn seconded the motion.  There was no public comment.  The motion passed unanimously.
4.
Approval for the Mayor and/or City Administrator to sign four (4) Intergovernmental Agreements (IGA) with MARTA for the MARTA Offset Funds Projects and approval of Budget Amendment 5540G1-04-05-10 in the amount of $1,674,500 to establish the MARTA Fund Grant Cost Center.
Transportation Deputy Director David Low stated the Atlanta Regional Commission programmed $25 million of MARTA capital funds.  The City of Roswell is eligible to program $1,674,500 in capital improvements that enhance or augment existing MARTA bus service in the City of Roswell.  Staff has drafted four (4) IGA’s with MARTA totaling $1,674,500 in capital improvements.  Mr. Low described the four projects consisting of enhancements to the GA400 Bridge; bus shelters and benches; a HAWK pedestrian signal for crossing SR9; and sidewalks, countdown pedestrian signals, and crosswalks.  
Mayor Wood asked if there was any way to improve the appearance of the bridge at the same time.  Mr. Low replied staff would pursue that.  

Mayor Wood asked if Council passed this item would it be possible to move the money from one project to another.  Mr. Low replied yes.  

Councilmember Price was concerned that the need or desire for the HAWK had not been fully analyzed, and was concerned about the expense.  Mr. Low responded that the money could go for more sidewalks.

Motion: Councilmember Wynn moved for approval for the Mayor and/or City Administrator to sign four (4) Intergovernmental Agreements (IGA) with MARTA for the MARTA Offset Funds Projects and approval of Budget Amendment 5540G1-04-05-10 in the amount of $1,674,500 to establish the MARTA Fund Grant Cost Center. Councilmember Igleheart seconded the motion.   The motion passed unanimously. 
(This item was removed from the Consent Agenda)


Approval to reallocate funds from the Midtown Roswell Hog Waller Creek / Value Village Pedestrian Crossing project and to establish the Midtown Pedestrian Crossing-Midtown Hawk Beacon project in the amount of $40,000.          





City Administrator Kay Love stated staff does not know the exact cost of the pedestrian crossing.  MARTA offset funds would pay for the construction and installation of the HAWK signal; the City would have to pay for the design with the source of funds from the Midtown project, and why this item was before Council for approval.   Staff wanted to be cautious and allocated the entire amount of $40,000 to the project.  Mayor Wood asked if the $40,000 was allocated to the HAWK.  Ms. Love replied the money was allocated to the Hog Waller Creek / Value Village Project that is no longer needed.  Mayor Wood was concerned about spending the money for this project and asked if there was a hurry on a decision.  Ms. Love answered no saying it was just that the funds come as a package and MARTA needs to see how the entire $1.6 million will be distributed.  Mayor Wood stated he did not want to hold up any of the projects, but also did not want to rush into a decision.  Ms. Love responded that an option would be to approve the agreements in their current form and not begin design work on the HAWK Signal, or any component thereof, until a final decision has been made.  She said the money could be reallocated to another project.  
Councilmember Wynn stated this item was discussed at Committee, and the consensus was to put it on the Consent Agenda.  She expressed concern about removing it from the Consent Agenda for a vote, when it was unanimous during the Committee Meeting.  She asked if the City was locked into the HAWK agreement or if it could be reallocated.  Ms. Love replied that if the agreement is sent in for a HAWK Signal and the City abandons that, the City is then terminating that agreement and MARTA may ask why it was sent in the first place.   She stated this is a stand-alone project, and felt there needed to be a decision on if they wanted to do the project or not.  
Mayor Wood asked that since Council is not sure about the HAWK Signal Project, if there was a way to move this forward without the agreement and asked about being able to move the money around to other projects.  Ms. Love replied that a project could be eliminated, although these are four separate agreements.  The HAWK Signal is a stand-alone project as opposed to the other projects.  
Councilmember Igleheart stated that since the last Committee Meeting there has been a lot of discussion amongst Councilmembers and uncertainties about this project.  Because he felt it was questionable to spend $40,000 on the design, he suggested deferring the decision for a week.  Ms. Love responded that deferring a week would not hurt the projects, and staff could ask MARTA the question regarding this particular agreement.  
Mr. Low asked if the concern is about the location or the HAWK.  Mayor Wood replied that it was both plus the money.  
Transportation Planner Andrew Antweiler thought the three other agreements could be sent to MARTA and hold the HAWK signal.  Ms. Love wanted to ensure that the full $1.6 million was allocated and asked staff to check with MARTA before next week’s meeting.
Mayor Wood suggested allocating the money to sidewalks and if MARTA lets the city add the HAWK later, then it could be added later.  Mr. Antweiler thought that could be done.  Mayor Wood asked if it would be best to defer this item.  Ms. Love replied yes, saying staff would need to ensure the entire $1.6 million is allocated.    
Councilmember Wynn asked if the previous vote on MARTA affected this item. City Attorney David Davidson confirmed for Mayor Wood that the vote on MARTA was not inconsistent with a deferral of this item.  

Motion: Councilmember Wynn moved for deferral of the approval to reallocate funds from the Midtown Roswell Hog Waller Creek / Value Village Pedestrian Crossing Project and to establish the Midtown Pedestrian Crossing-Midtown Hawk Beacon Project in the amount of $40,000.           Councilmember Price seconded the motion.   There was no public comment.  The motion passed unanimously.
