WITH DISTRIBUTION OF PROCEEDS TO BE BASED ON POPULATION


	WHEREAS, Fulton County and the Cities within Fulton County, currently levy a one-percent (1%) retail sales and use tax within Fulton County, commonly known as the Local Option Sales Tax (LOST); and

	WHEREAS, the County and the Cities rely upon LOST proceeds to lower property taxes; and

	WHEREAS, the current agreement between the County and the Cities providing for distribution of the LOST revenues will expire December 31, 2012; and 

	WHEREAS, a distribution of the Local Option Sales Tax proceeds proportionate to the population of each City and the unincorporated population of Fulton County best reflects the service and delivery responsibilities of the Cities and County.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Roswell support distribution of Local Option Sales Tax revenues proportionate to population, such that each City will receive a portion of Local Option Sales Tax proceeds proportionate to the City’s population within Fulton County in relation to the total population of Fulton County, and Fulton County will receive a portion of the revenue of LOST that is proportionate to the population located within the unincorporated area of Fulton County, according to the 2010 United States Census.
