RESOLUTION TO SUBMIT A

2011 ASSISTANCE TO FIREFIGHTERS  GRANTS (AFG) APPLICATION 
WHEREAS, at the regular meeting of the Mayor and City Council of Roswell, Georgia, held on the 26th of September, 2011, a motion was made and duly seconded that the City of Roswell, Georgia agrees to submit a 2011 Assistance to Firefighters Grants (AFG) application to the U.S. Department of Homeland Security’s (DHS), Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA);
WHEREAS, the requested grant award of $86,508 to purchase 155 "Firefighter Safety/ Survival Bailout System" units.  The personal escape system includes a safety belt harness that attaches to a firefighter's turnout gear, a pulley and rope extraction system in the event of a flash over, back draft, smoke explosion or similar, where the firefighter's means of egress is compromised.  The requested grant project also includes funds for a train-the-trainer firefighter safety program ensuring the long-term application of the equipment and firefighting personnel instruction;
WHEREAS, if the grant is selected for an award, the Roswell Fire Department shall oversee the project’s implementation, administration and closeout; and
WHEREAS, the City, if selected to receive the award, will be required to provide local matching funds equal to twenty percent (20%) or $21,627 dollars to come from the Grant Match Fund Contingency budget.
NOW, THEREFORE, Be it Resolved by the Council of the City of Roswell that the Mayor of Roswell and/or the City Administrator are authorized to execute this grant application and any subsequent documents necessary to apply for the grant funds, this the 26th of September, 2011.
