The City of Roswell has received its official 2012 CDBG Grant Agreement with an award allocation in the amount of $417,613.  Last year, the Mayor and City Council designated a total of eight awards to various organizations.  On November 17, 2011, the City submitted an Annual Action Plan to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), committing their support for these projects through the CDBG program. 
The Federal funds are now available and the City has 60-days (starting from April 19, 2012) to execute the Agreement and retain the funding for these vital community projects.   The City will be administering the CDBG as a reimbursement style grant program and will enter into separate sub-grant agreements for project implementation, as appropriate.  The City will also be responsible for adherences to the Grant Agreement by the sub-recipients selected in 2011.
