ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 7, LAND DEVELOPMENT & ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION, ARTICLE 7.3 EROSION & SEDIMENTATION, OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF ROSWELL

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council is the governing authority of the City of Roswell, Georgia; and


WHEREAS, the City of Roswell desires to amend its Code of Ordinances in compliance with State Law pursuant to the Georgia Erosion and Sedimentation Act, O.C.G.A. § 12-7-8(a)(2); and

WHEREAS, the City of Roswell desires to amend its Code of Ordinances pursuant to guidance by the Georgia Environmental Protection Division (EPD) by July 1, 2010 in order to retain its designation as a “Local Issuing Authority”; and  


WHEREAS, Mayor and Council has reviewed the changes to Chapter 7 proposed by the Environmental Protection Division and the Georgia Soil and Water Conservation Commission (GSWCC): 

NOW, THEREFORE, to accomplish the foregoing the Mayor and Council pursuant to their authority, adopt the following ordinance:
1.

The Code of Ordinances of the City of Roswell shall be amended by deleting Article 7.3 Erosion & Sedimentation from the Code in its entirety and substituting therefore a new Article 7.3 Soil Erosion, Sedimentation and Pollution Control attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein by reference.
2.


Severability.  Should any section of this Ordinance be declared invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, such declaration shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as a whole or any part thereof which is not specifically declared to be invalid or unconstitutional.

3.


Repeal of Conflicting Provisions.  All ordinances, parts of ordinances, or regulations in conflict herewith are repealed.

4.


Renumbering.  It is the intention of the Mayor and Council, and it is hereby ordained that the provisions of this ordinance shall become and be made a part of the Code of Ordinances, City of Roswell, Georgia and the sections of this ordinance may be renumbered to accomplish such intention.  

5.

This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after the date of its adoption the public welfare demanding it.
