A RESOLUTION OF INTENT TO ANNEX
AND PROVIDE SERVICES


WHEREAS, Eric and Olya Broadwell own a single lot of property currently within the City of Roswell and within Cobb County; and  

WHEREAS, a Petition to change the boundary line of Fulton County and Cobb County has been filed by Eric and Olya Broadwell; and


WHEREAS, the City of Roswell and Fulton County currently provide services to the Broadwell’s property via West Road; and


WHEREAS, the portion of the Broadwell property currently located in Cobb County Georgia can not be accessed by any Cobb County roads; and

WHEREAS, the Broadwell’s prefer their property be fully within Fulton County; and
WHEREAS, there are no areas of North Fulton County that are currently unincorporated; and

WHEREAS, the City of Roswell and Fulton County can continue to provide the same level of service to the Cobb County portion of the Broadwell’s property as is currently provided to the Roswell and Fulton County portion of the Broadwell property; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council have determined that it is in the best interest of the public’s health, safety and welfare that the entire property be located wholly within the City of Roswell:

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Roswell that should the Broadwell property be fully brought into Fulton County that the City of Roswell intends to annex any remaining unincorporated portion of the property into the City limits of Roswell; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City of Roswell shall provide the same level of service to the remaining portion of the Broadwell property as is  currently being provided to the Roswell portion until such annexation is complete provided the Cobb and Fulton County boundary lines are moved to bring the entire Broadwell property into Fulton County.
