RESOLUTION  TO ACCEPT A FY 2011 
HIGH PRIORITY PROJECT (HPP) GRANT FOR THE 
HOLCOMB BRIDGE ROAD CORRIDOR STUDY PROJECT 
WHEREAS, at the regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of Roswell, Georgia, held on the 11th of October 2010, a motion was made and duly seconded that the City of Roswell, Georgia agrees to accept a 2011 HPP grant from the Georgia Department of Transportation (GDOT); and
WHEREAS, the City of Roswell was awarded $400,000 in Federal funds for the Holcomb Bridge Road Corridor Study; and
WHEREAS, The Roswell Department of Transportation will be responsible for the implementation, management, reporting and close-out the grant project; and
WHEREAS, the Holcomb Bridge Road Corridor Study will analyze 1.5 miles of Holcomb Bridge Road (SR 140), from Warsaw Road to Holcomb Woods Parkway, including the GA 400 Interchange.  The Corridor Study will include a land use and economic analysis of the interchange area and develop traffic improvement concepts and aesthetic enhancement recommendations.  The study will identify long-term improvements for the interchange and adjacent intersections as well as short-term improvements.  The study will result in a cohesive conceptual improvement plan along the Holcomb Bridge Road Corridor; and
WHEREAS, the City, is required to provide $100,000 in local matching funds currently budgeted in the City’s 2011 Capital Project fund:
NOW, THEREFORE, Be it Resolved by the Council of the City that the Mayor of Roswell and/or the City Administrator is authorized to execute this grant agreement and any subsequent documents necessary to provide the grant funds to the City of Roswell this 25th day of October, 2010
