RESOLUTION FOR RECERTIFICATION IN THE 

GEORGIA MUNICIPAL ASSOCIATION
CERTIFIED CITY OF ETHICS PROGRAM


WHEREAS, Mayor and Council of the City of Roswell adopted a Code of Ethics on September 15, 1997, ordaining that the members of its Governing Authority be, and give the appearance of being, independent and impartial; that public office not be used for private gain; and that there be public confidence in the integrity of the Governing Authority; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council adopted a Resolution supporting the City’s participation in the Georgia Municipal Association’s Certified City of Ethics Program on October 18, 1999; and

WHEREAS, the City of Roswell received its first certification under the program in January of 2000 and received recertification in 2009; and
WHEREAS, the City wishes to continue to retain its designation as a Certified City of Ethics under the GMA Program; and 

WHEREAS, part of the recertification process requires the Mayor and Council to subscribe to the ethics principles approved by the GMA Board; and

WHEREAS, such principles are consistent with the City’s established Code of Ethics:


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ROSWELL, and it is hereby resolved by said authority, that as a group and as individuals, the governing authority subscribes to the following ethics principles as defined in GMA’s “Model Code of Ethics for Georgia City Officials,” dated September, 1999 and as amended in 2009, and pledges to conduct its affairs accordingly:

To use resources with efficiency and economy


To treat all people fairly


To use the power of our position for the well being of our constituents
