WHEREAS, 
Gunnery Sgt Aaron Michael Kenefick received many medals and honors for his service and bravery, including:  Purple Heart, Purple Heart with Gold Star, Twice named Marine of the Year, Currently considered for highest medal in combat, Humanitarian Service Medal,  Global War on Terrorism Service Medal,  Global War on Terrorism Expeditionary Medal, Combat Action Ribbon, and Served as President Bush’s personal attendee at the Republican National Convention, Sarasota, Florida; and
WHEREAS, 
On September 8, 2009, Gunnery Sgt Aaron Michael Kenefick gave his life for his country together with his fellow Marines: 1st Lieutenant Michael Johnson, Gunnery Sergeant Edwin Johnson, Hospital Corpsman 3rd Class James Ray Layton, and Army Sergeant 1st Class Kenneth Westbrook, while supporting combat operations in Kunar Province during the mission of Enduring Freedom Afghanistan; and

The City of Roswell has placed a brick in Gunnery Sgt Aaron Michael Kenefick’s honor at the War Memorial to preserve his memory for all future generations of this very young brave man who lost his life too soon fighting for his beloved country.
