Priority 2 - Non-Profits: Public, non-profit organizations that are regional, state or nationally based. One event per quarter not to exceed $3,000 annually and organizer to pay the excess of that amount.

	Limit the number of events on any given day. No two large scale events to be held on the same day. If two are held on the same day the times to be such that  the city personnel will be able to deliver quality services without affecting other city services.  
The recurring events to be put on an annual list for approval by Mayor and Council; these events are the only ones City sponsored or initiated.

Require the recurring events may submit an  application one year in advance of their event. 

Establish pre-determined routes for any runs, races bicycle or motorcycle rides in the City

The Chattahoochee Nature Center to be put on a separate line item ($10,000) budget same as  the Roswell Bicycle Festival.

Film permits to be added to special events process.
