A RESOLUTION RECOMMENDING THAT HEMBREE FARM HISTORIC 
SITE BE RECOGNIZED BY THE CITY OF ROSWELL AS A 
PLACE OF SIGNIFICANT HISTORICAL IMPORTANCE

WHEREAS:	The back acre of the property at 775 Hembree Road in Roswell is owned and administered by the Roswell Historical Society and contains the original 1835 Hembree farmhouse, detached kitchen, and two hand-hewn log corn cribs, as well as the grave of Elijuh Hembree; and 

[bookmark: _GoBack]WHEREAS: The Hembrees owned more than 640 acres adjacent to this lot and in other areas of Roswell; and

WHEREAS:	The Hembrees were early pioneers of the area, pre-dating the settlement of Roswell itself; and

WHEREAS: Their contributions to the community over the years are many and represent the agrarian or yeoman class of early Roswell

WHEREAS:	The extended period of historical significance makes the Hembree home a rare example of a nineteenth century house under single-family ownership that remains virtually intact; and 

WHEREAS: The structures are currently under restoration by the Roswell Historical Society as funds become available: 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Mayor and Council hereby ordain that the Hembree Farm Historic Site be recognized by the City of Roswell as a place of significant historical importance to the citizens of Roswell.
