RESOLUTION  REGARDING SUPPORT FOR EAST ROSWELL LIBRARY 
AND LAND OFFER FOR A LIBRARY TO BE LOCATED 
AT HOLCOMB BRIDGE AND FOUTS ROADS

	WHEREAS, the City of Roswell is a Georgia municipal corporation; and 

	WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council are the governing authority of the City of Roswell; and

	WHEREAS, citizens of the East Roswell community representing a geographic area within the City east of highway Georgia 400 inclusive of a diverse constituency including three public elementary schools, a middle school and a high school; and

	WHEREAS, the students, citizens and readers of East Roswell are underserved and  without access to sufficient public transportation in order to use the library services at the Roswell Regional Library located on the west side of highway Georgia 400; and

	WHEREAS, on August 19, 2002, and again on July 18, 2005 and December 17, 2007 the Mayor and Council voted to authorize the Mayor to offer approximately 2 acres of parkland at Holcomb Bridge and Fouts Roads to the Atlanta-Fulton County Library Board for the purpose of building a library; and

	WHEREAS, Mayor and Council have determined that a three (3) year extension of the deadline for acceptance of such offer is appropriate and in the best interest of the citizens of the City of Roswell:  

	NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Roswell that the offer of approximately 2 acres of parkland to the Atlanta –Fulton County Library Board for the purpose of building a library authorized on August 19, 2002 and July 18, 2005, and December 17, 2007 be hereby extended for a three (3) year period, until December 31, 2014, under the same stipulations as previously offered.  

	Let a copy of this Resolution be forwarded to the offices of the Fulton County Library Board and to the Fulton County Commission.
