Mayor's Report
1. Presentation of the Mayor's FY 2010 Proposed Budget.
Mayor Wood stated this was a public hearing regarding the 2010 Proposed Budget and Millage Rate.  City Administrator Kay Love explained that this meeting was being held in relationship to the requirements of the Taxpayers’ Bill of Rights.
