RESOLUTION SEEKING APPROVAL TO SUBMIT A 

2010 GATEway GRANT

WHEREAS, at the regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of Roswell, Georgia, held on the 12th day of July, a motion was made and duly seconded that the City of Roswell, Georgia agrees to submit a 2010 GATEway grant proposal to the Georgia Department of Transportation for their consideration;

WHEREAS, the City of Roswell desires to submit a grant request seeking State funds appropriated for the GATEway Grant Program for roadside enhancement and beautification projects. GATE is an acronym for Georgia Transportation Enhancements. The GATEway Grants assist communities in their efforts to beautify roadsides along state routes;
WHEREAS, the City of Roswell will submit a proposal seeking an amount not to exceed $50,000 to build monument signs at 1-3 locations at the City limits with neighboring jurisdictions;
WHEREAS, if the grant proposal is selected for an award, to enter into a Maintenance Agreement between the City of Roswell and the Georgia Department of Transportation.  Upon award the Transportation Department shall oversee the project implementation, administration and closeout;

WHEREAS, the City, is not required to provide local matching funds from the Grant Match Fund Contingency; and

NOW, THEREFORE, Be it Resolved by the Council of the City that the Mayor of Roswell and/or the City Administrator is authorized to execute this application and any subsequent documents necessary to submit the proposals, this the 12th day of July 2010.
