There are hundreds more children, individuals and families 


who are the hidden homeless, undocumented and living in 


overcrowded dwellings, hotels, cars and other places not 


suitable for shelter; and 

WHEREAS:  

In an effort to rescue children, individuals and families from 


homelessness, local social service and housing agencies such 


as HomeStretch/Housing Initiative of North Fulton, The  


Drake House, Habitat for Humanity, North Fulton 



Community Charities and Find a Way Home, partner 



together with local Churches and educational agencies to 


help and return these individuals to safe, stable and 



permanent housing.
