




     JOE L. GLOVER 
WHEREAS, 
On April 3, 1978, Joe Glover was employed by the City of Roswell as the first 

Park Superintendent and established the operating guidelines that are still used 

today; and  
WHEREAS, 
In 1981, Joe Glover was promoted to Superintendent of Parks and Athletics  

and in 1984 was promoted to Assistant Director of Recreation and Parks; and  
WHEREAS, 
In 1993, Joe Glover was promoted to Director of Recreation and Parks 

Department and has served 21 dedicated years; and 
WHEREAS, 
As Director of Recreation and Parks, Joe Glover has been involved in the growth 

of the Department with an expansion in parkland from 300 to over 900 acres, 

and an increased yearly budget from $4 million to $16 million; and   

WHEREAS, 
Joe Glover was instrumental in creating the first trail system in Roswell Area Park 

and adding over 30 miles of trails throughout the Roswell parks; and 
WHEREAS, 
During Joe Glover’s tenure and under his leadership, four bond referendums passed by an overwhelming majority by the citizens of Roswell, the National Recreation and 

Parks Association awarded the Roswell Recreation and Parks Department Gold 

Medal Finalist 2011-2014, National Accreditation in 2002, 2007 and 2012, and 

the Georgia Recreation and Parks Association awarded Roswell Recreation and 

Parks Agency of the Year in 1974, 1979, 1984, 1988, 1990, 1998, 2000, 2004, 

and 2011; and   
WHEREAS, 
Joe Glover was responsible for the operations and success of the Adult 

Recreation Center, Hembree Park and Recreation Center, East Roswell Park 

and Recreation Center, the Physical Activity Center and the Bill Johnson 

Community Activity Building, Riverside Park, Big Creek Park and Leita 

Thompson Memorial Park; and 
WHEREAS, 
Joe Glover was appointed by Governor Joe Frank Harris to serve two terms 

on the Board of Recreation Examination and was selected as Professional of the 

Year in 2000 by the Georgia Recreation and Parks Association; and 

WHEREAS, 
Joe Glover will retire on November 7, 2014 after 47 years of service 

in the recreation field and plans to enjoy his retirement by spending time with 

his family and traveling with Mary ~ his wonderful wife of 35 years. 
 NOW, THEREFORE, I, MAYOR JERE WOOD, do hereby proclaim November 7, 2014 as Joe 
 Glover Day and ask all of our citizens and the City of Roswell employees to join and honor and recognize 
 Joe Glover for his commendable career and congratulate him on a well-deserved retirement.
