WHEREAS,	Chief Williams has served all of the citizens of Roswell with distinction, fairness and honor, always bearing in mind the best interest of the citizens of Roswell and has always strived to give the very best law enforcement services to the citizens of Roswell; and

WHEREAS, 	During the past seventeen years, the City of Roswell’s population and  Police Department has grown substantially while maintaining one of the lowest crime rates in the nation under Chief Williams’ leadership; and

WHEREAS, 	On February 1, 2011, Edwin Williams will retire after 35 years of law enforcement service and plans to enjoy his retirement by spending quality time with his wife of thirty years, Tori Williams, and by being a full-time grandfather to his six grandchildren.  Chief Williams will also continue to support the City of Roswell and the Roswell Police Department and all those who serve and protect our Roswell citizens.
