RESOLUTION TO ACCEPT THE AWARD OF $16,019.88 FROM THE
2014 Charge georgia rebate program
WHEREAS, at the regular meeting of the Mayor and City Council of Roswell, Georgia, held on the 27th of October, 2014, a motion was made and duly seconded that the City of Roswell, Georgia agrees to accept the 2014 Charge Georgia Rebate Program award from the Georgia Environmental Finance Authority (GEFA);
WHEREAS, the rebate award is in the amount of $16,019.88 to partially fund the installation of four alternating current (AC) Level II electric vehicle (EV) charging stations. GEFA through the Charge Georgia rebate program will reimburse the City for costs associated with the EV project, including:  planning, design, permitting, equipment, delivery, installation, inspection and signage. The charging stations will be accessible to the public for a user fee;
WHEREAS, the Administration Department will be responsible for the implementation, management, reporting and close-out of the rebate project; and
WHEREAS, the City, is required to provide at least 50% of total project costs in local matching funds from the City’s Vehicle Replacement Program Fund.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Roswell that the Mayor of Roswell and/or the City Administrator are authorized to execute this award and any subsequent documents necessary to provide the rebate funds, this the 27th of October, 2014.
