Sam has been married to Jean Fowler Evans for 55 wonderful years, and from this union has three children, Sam III, Lovick, and Phillip, Citadel graduates; and
				
Whereas:	Samuel Godfrey Evans, Jr. graduated from Roosevelt High School in 1949, The Citadel in Charleston, South Carolina, and in 1953 earned a Bachelor of Science in Civil Engineering.  Upon graduation, he was commissioned as a Second Lieutenant in the U.S. Air Force and assigned to the 711th Early Warning Radar Squadron at Cape Lisburne, Alaska; and

Whereas:	In 1958, Sam Evans became a Georgia Registered Land Surveyor and in 1959 a Professional Engineer.  In 1961, Sam started his private professional firm and shortly thereafter received a commission to provide surveying services for the Atlanta-Fulton County Stadium. In 1987, Sam was inducted into the TAU BETA PI National Engineering Honor Society, the most prestigious appointment within the civil engineering profession; and
  
Whereas:	For over twenty years, Sam Evans has authored hundreds of “Sam-O-Grams.”  These letters authored by Sam were sent to the Roswell City Elected Officials concerning the issues of our citizens and our community.  Sam was instrumental in the City of Roswell recognizing that every Council Meeting open with the Pledge of Allegiance.  On November 5, 2001, Mayor Jere Wood chose Sam to be the first person to lead in the Pledge to the flag. In December 1999, Sam was also successful in seeing that the City of Roswell install the needed tornado warning siren systems that made our City a safer place to live.  Recently, Sam championed the City to have all new incoming Committee Boardmembers  be inducted with a swearing-in ceremony that includes an Oath of Office.
