	Article 10, Site Development, Section 10.2. Landscaping and Screening, Section 10.2.3, Neighborhood Compatibility Buffers table, to add under the new project column and existing project an * in the PRD columns.

	The following wording shall be added at to Table 10.2.3 Neighborhood Compatibility Buffers: *In the event a proposed PRD abuts existing residential PRD, the required buffer will be determined by first establishing a PRD Lot Size by calculating the lesser of: a) the average lot size of the proposed lots abutting the existing residential and b) the average lot size for the entire PRD. Then, using Table 10.2.3, identify a comparable zoning category for the PRD based on the PRD Lot Size. The comparable zoning category will be used to determine the required proposed PRD buffer."

Severability.
