INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT REGARDING

ROSWELL/ALPHARETTA POLICE DEPARTMENT SERIOUS ACCIDENT INVESTIGATIONS

THIS INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT (hereinafter “the Agreement”), is entered into this the ___   day of ______________ in the year two thousand and eleven (2011), by

THE CITY OF ROSWELL, a municipal corporation chartered by the State of Georgia, and

THE CITY OF ALPHARETTA, a municipal corporation chartered by the State of Georgia

for the purpose of setting forth the parties’ rights and responsibilities with respect to Serious Accident Investigations as defined herein.
WITNESSETH:


WHEREAS, Article 9, Section 3, Paragraph 1 of the Constitution of the State of Georgia provides that municipalities may contract with each other for services; and


WHEREAS, the City of Roswell and the City of Alpharetta operate accredited Police Departments; and


WHEREAS, both parties believe that it would be beneficial to have an outside agency investigate serious automobile accidents within their jurisdiction when there may be a potential appearance of impropriety or  conflict of interest in the investigation due to the parties involved in the accident; and


WHEREAS, the City of Roswell and the City of Alpharetta are desirous of setting forth the responsibilities of each with respect to such automobile accident investigations:


NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein and for other good and valuable consideration, the parties agree as follows:
Section 1. Automobile Accident Investigation.

a) The City of Roswell Police Department shall provide accident investigation services upon request by the Alpharetta Public Safety Director or his designee for serious accidents involving City of Alpharetta Police Officers or when the supervisor deems there may be conflict of interest for the Alpharetta Police Department or City of Alpharetta. The City of Alpharetta shall provide accident investigation services upon the request by the Roswell Chief of Police or his designee for serious accidents involving City of Roswell Police Officers or when the supervisor deems there may be a conflict of interest for the Roswell Police Department or the City of Roswell. 
b) Accident investigations under this Agreement shall be conducted by an officer regularly employed as a law enforcement officer in a full-time capacity by the investigating authority. Such officer shall have all necessary training and certifications required for such investigations.  
c) Serious accidents for purposes of this Agreement shall be those accidents involving a visible injury by a person or persons involved in such accident, fatality and/or an accident making one or more of the involved vehicles inoperable or otherwise unsafe for travel. 

d) Operational expenses for investigations shall be borne by the investigating authority; however, both parties agree to re-examine these expenses after six months to determine any necessary adjustments.  
e) All investigations shall be prepared and submitted to the head of the requesting jurisdiction’s police department or their designee.

f) The City of Roswell and the City of Alpharetta shall maintain all necessary insurance.
Section 2. Term of Agreement.
This Agreement shall remain in force and effect from the date set forth above for a period of ten (10) years and shall be renewable for ten (10) additional ten (10) year terms upon thirty (30) days written notice by either party and acceptance of such renewal notice.  This Agreement shall remain binding on all parties for such terms as described heretofore, unless terminated as provided under this agreement.

Section 3. Termination.

This Agreement may be terminated by written notice by either party with thirty (30) days written notice.
Section 4. Governing Law.

This Agreement shall be governed in all respects, as to validity, construction, capacity, performance and otherwise, by the laws of the State of Georgia.

Section 5. Entire Agreement.
This Agreement incorporates and includes all prior negotiations, correspondence, conversations, agreements or understandings applicable to the matters contained herein, and the parties agree that there are no commitments, agreements or understandings concerning the subject matter of this Agreement which are not contained in this document.
Section 6. Amendment.

No variation or modification of this Agreement shall be valid unless made in writing and executed by all parties.

Section 7. Severability.

If any term or section of this Agreement is found to be void or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such invalidity shall not affect the remaining terms of this Agreement, which shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 8. Counterparts.

This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, but all of which together shall constitute one and the same Agreement.
