RESOLUTION TO APPLY FOR A LOAN FROM THE

GEORGIA ENVIRONMENTAL FACILITIES AUTHORITY

WHEREAS, the governing body of the City of Roswell has determined to borrow an amount not to exceed $500,000 from Georgia Environmental Facilities Authority (the "Lender") to finance a portion of the costs of the Municipal Building Water Conservation Project; and

WHEREAS, the America Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA) directed the Lender to reserve 20 percent of the ARRA funding for “…projects to address green infrastructure, water or energy efficiency improvements or other environmentally innovative activities.”  The City’s Municipal Building Water Conservation Project concept was added to the State Intended Use Plan and is eligible for a loan from the State Revolving Fund; and
WHEREAS, in the event the loan is awarded, the Administration Department will be responsible for the implementation, management, reporting and close-out the project:
NOW, THEREFORE, Be it Resolved by the Council of the City of Roswell that the Mayor of Roswell and/or the City Administrator are authorized to apply for the loan and any subsequent documents necessary to provide the funds to the City of Roswell, this the 17th of August, 2009.
