Welcome: Mayor Wood called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone present.

Pledge of Allegiance:  Alex Kaufman, 49th House District Candidate.

Mr. Kaufman announced he is running for State Legislature House District 49 and spoke about his education and experience.   

Chief Ed Williams stated it is an honor to recognize the Officer of the Year, Master Police Officer Andy Reach.  Officer Reach has been with the department for 20 years and is an instructor teaching safety and defensive tactics.

Open Microphone:


Allison Stone, new business owner in Roswell, spoke on the following:

· When applying for a business license the process of getting certified by all the different branches of government is confusing and time consuming.  Would like Council to look at Section 10.10.1, Article 10.10 to see if this registration process can be simplified with today’s technology.

Mayor Wood welcomed Ms. Stone to Roswell and opening her business in Roswell.  Mayor Wood asked Chief Williams to look into how to make the registration process more efficient, and work together with Development Community to bring the new process to Council.

Ron Mott, 125 Wingfield Blvd, spoke on the following:

· The Late Construction Ordinance.   Public is unaware of this ordinance and most people work on their homes past 7 pm and on Sundays.  Feels this ordinance was meant for the professional homebuilders, construction builders, and contractors.  Would like Council to look at the ordinance and have it clarified.

Assistant City Attorney, Robert Hulsey stated Section 5.1.13 reads as follows:  It shall be unlawful for any person to engage in or conduct any activity in the construction of any building or structure, removing a berth or the laying of any pavement, including but not limited to, the making of any excavation, clearing or grading of surface land, and loading or unloading material or equipment or supplies, except for the hours of 7 am through 7 pm, Monday through Saturday, unless a permit for each work at different hours or days have been issued by the Chief Building Inspector.

Mayor Wood stated he will ask Council to look at this ordinance.

Stan Crystal, 430 Knoll Woods Terrace, spoke on the following:

· Has been requesting for several years that the Roswell Beacon stop delivering to him.   

Community Development Director, Kathleen Field stated she will personally look into this matter.

Sam Evans, 150 Chaffin Road, spoke on the following:

· Currently any non-elected member on a board of authority does not have to take an oath of office.  Feels anyone who represents or advises the city needs to take an oath of office and asks Council to consider this matter.

Mayor Wood stated this is a good point and agrees with it and will ask Council to consider making the ordinance clear that elected officials and appointed members all take an oath of office at the next committee meeting.
