HUD has requested over $3.82 billion to fund the 2013 CDBG program. In prior years, Roswell consolidated its CDBG‐application efforts with those of Fulton County, which included utilizing Fulton County’s Consolidated Plan and incorporating its community planning and develop objectives into the City’s own goals. The arrangement with Fulton County has concluded, and for the 2013 CDBG application, HUD is requiring the City to develop its own Consolidated Plan, which will need to clearly define the City’s future objectives and illustrate how those objectives align with CDBG program objectives.

The City of Roswell must develop the FY 2013 Annual Action Plan, and establish its own Consolidated Plan (2013-2014). A component of the Annual Action Plan is an “Analysis of Impediments to Fair Housing Choice” (AI). The AI is a review of impediments or barriers that affect the rights of fair housing choice. It covers public and private policies, practices, and procedures affecting housing choice. Impediments to fair housing choice are defined as any actions, omissions, or decisions that restrict, or have the effect of restricting, the availability of housing choices, based on race, color, religion, sex, disability, familial status, or national origin. The AI serves as the basis for fair housing planning, provides essential information to policy makers, administrative staff, housing providers, lenders, and fair housing advocates, and assists in building public support for fair housing efforts. The Grants Division plans to engage a consultant to prepare the AI, and the funds are budgeted in the FY2012 CDBG project.

The AI, Annual Action Plan and Consolidated Plan are all due October 1, 2012.  The AI may take 2-months to prepare once a consultant is selected.  The Annual Action Plan is under development now, and will require project selection for the approximate $417,613 grant award.  The grant application and project selection phases could take 3-months. The Consolidated Plan is under development now and is expected to be complete within 5-months. The Consolidated Plan work will be performed in-house by Grants Division staff.
