INTERSECTION IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT AT THE INTERSECTION OF NESBITT FERRY ROAD AND BRUMBELOW ROAD 

This AGREEMENT, hereinafter called “IGA,” is made and entered into this _________ day of ____________, 2014, by and between the CITY OF ROSWELL, GEORGIA, acting by and through its Mayor and City Council, hereinafter called “ROSWELL”, and the CITY OF JOHNS CREEK, GEORGIA, acting by and through its Mayor and City Council, hereinafter called “JOHNS CREEK”.

WHEREAS, the intersection of Nesbit Ferry Road and Brumbelow Road lies within the City of Roswell; and

WHEREAS,  JOHNS CREEK has requested a traffic signal at the intersection of Nesbit Ferry Road and Brumbelow Road for the convenience of the residents of Johns Creek; and

WHEREAS, the traffic volumes satisfy the traffic signal warrants in the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD); and

WHEREAS, a traffic signal at this intersection is a very low priority for ROSWELL because the low crash history falls below the top 75 highest crashed rated intersections in ROSWELL;  and

WHEREAS, ROSWELL believes it is a National Best Practice to construct all road improvements before installing the traffic signal and its associated equipment, and 

WHEREAS, the Mayor and the City Council of ROSWELL have determined that ROSWELL will contribute no funding to this project; and 

WHEREAS,  JOHNS CREEK shall not perform any field construction activities until this IGA is signed; 

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual promises made and of the benefits to flow from one to the other, ROSWELL and JOHNS CREEK hereby agree to the following terms regarding the intersection improvement project at the intersection of Nesbitt Ferry Road and Brumbelow Road. 

1. JOHNS CREEK shall submit to ROSWELL a signed and sealed set of final plans for approval and clearly define construction staging information. 

2. JOHNS CREEK shall apply to ROSWELL for a new right of way (ROW) encroachment permit after construction plans are approved and the IGA is executed.

3. JOHNS CREEK shall provide the road improvements originally discussed and shown on the plans submitted in June 2012. These include:

a. A southbound left turn lane on Nesbit Ferry Road
b. Setting the mast arm pole back a reasonable distance from the edge of curb.  In this case it should be set back even with the controller cabinet.  This may require the relocation of other underground utilities in order to set the foundation in an acceptable location.  All costs associated with utility relocation will be born solely by JOHNS CREEK.
c. Providing a crosswalk across Nesbit Ferry Road and wheelchair ramps on both sides of the road.  Also provide a sidewalk on the west side of the road from the crosswalk to the apartment driveway south of the main intersection
d. Widening Brumbelow Road to provide a two lane west bound approach for a left turn lane and a right turn lane.

4. JOHNS CREEK will submit a construction schedule to ROSWELL showing the dates of its planned activities.

5. ROSWELL shall inspect all road construction and traffic signal installation work. The traffic signal shall not be turned on without approval from ROSWELL. 

6. There will be a 30-day burn period after the final inspection from ROSWELL.  JOHNS CREEK shall resolve any issues that may come up during that time. 

7. JOHNS CREEK shall be responsible for electric power application to the utility company. JOHNS CREEK shall also be responsible for paying the monthly power bill and all other costs related to maintaining power to the traffic signal, for as long as the traffic signal stays in operation. 

8. JOHNS CREEK shall be responsible for any equipment malfunction of the signal system for a period of one year from the date of signal turn on.  If any malfunction occurs within this time period, upon notification from Roswell, JOHNS CREEK will resolve the system error at its expense in a reasonable period of time.

9. After the expiration of the one-year period, ROSWELL shall be responsible for all future routine maintenance of the traffic signal equipment.

10. ROSWELL shall be responsible for establishing and implementing all signal timings from the day of turn on of the traffic signal.  ROSWELL will coordinate the signal timing and changes with JOHNS CREEK Public Works.
