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CONTRACT AGREEMENT AMENDMENT
April 10, 2012


Contract amendment to manage and operate bicycle rental concessions services for the City of Roswell at Don White Memorial Park at 925 Riverside Road, Roswell, GA 30075.

This contract is between Roswell Bicycles, Inc. (RBI) and the City of Roswell Recreation and Parks Department (City).

1.  The term of this contract is ten years commencing with the grand opening of the bicycle rental concessions services with renewal options for one or more years.

2. RBI agrees to pay rent of 5% of gross sales, with a minimum of $1,500, and a maximum of $2,000 rent per month.  Rent will be paid quarterly supported by the sales tax reports for that quarter.

3. The City agrees to do the following:
a. Remove all trash from premises
b. Trim overgrown shrubbery around building
c. Remove growth between building and road as possible
d. Provide space for adequate signage for advertisement and directions.

4. RBI agrees to upgrade the building as needed to include, but not limited to, the following:
a. Rehabilitate mechanical, electrical and plumbing services in accordance with the City of Roswell Codes that have not already been completed by the City’s Facility Condition Assessment Program.
b. Place motion flood lights on all four corners of the building
c. Replace lighting throughout the building as needed.
d. Seal basement floors
e. Paint interior of the building
f. Other work as approved by RBI and City

5. The cost of the repairs and improvements as outlined in #4 shall be paid by RBI. RBI will deduct the invoiced amounts of approved improvements and repairs from the monthly fee due as outlined in #2 above until the improvements and repairs have been paid in full.

6. Failure by RBI to pay the rent or substantially perform the scope of services under that attached Technical Proposal will be considered a default and may result in termination of the lease. The City will provide written notice of default and include a reasonable period for RBI to correct the default. The City agrees that provided this lease remains in effect, that RBI will be the exclusive provider of rental equipment for this Park.

7. RBI shall carry $1 million of liability insurance, workers compensation insurance, content insurance, and secure all necessary operating permits and licenses from the appropriate regulating authority. 

8. RBI may sub lease part of the premises to properly licensed and insured users for compatible use with approval by the City.

9. RBI will be responsible for all interior maintenance except mechanical, electrical and plumbing systems installed by the City. Any damage caused by RBI will be the responsibility of RBI.  Exterior maintenance shall be the responsibility of the City including roof, exterior paint, and landscape maintenance.  RBI 

10. RBI shall be responsible for utilities.

11. City shall be responsible for property taxes, and insurance on the structure. 

12. RBI shall have access to the front of the house through the street side as well as the rear of the house through the gate behind the public rest rooms for deliveries and occupants.

13. RBI shall be permitted access for activities outside normal park hours.  RBI must notify the City of after normal park hour activities.

14. RBI shall be permitted to place a sign in the front of the house along Riverside Road, provided it meets City standards. Non-frontage signs on the sides and rear of the house will be allowed.

15. City agrees to participate in cross-promotional activities. Service classes, training rides, and clinics will be included in City programs, brochures, web site, emailers, and postings at other Park areas and kiosks.

16. City assumes all liability for flooding and sewer damage unless flooding and sewer damage are caused by RBI.  RBI shall be responsible for flood insurance on the contents of the building.

17. Hours of operation will be determined by RBI. 

18.  RBI shall report accidents requiring medical care to the City within 24 hours.

19. RBI will be given a 90 day window to perform the build out of the location from the award date of bid to ensure a professional grand opening. Rent will start at the official grand opening.

20. This contract is assignable by Roswell Bicycles, Inc., to another entity wholly owned by Roswell Bicycles, Inc., Todd Kaib, President and Joseph Cartwright, Vice President.  If the contract is assigned, there will be an operating agreement established at the time of assignment which utilizes RBI as exclusive manager of all operations involving the facility, and all staff on site will be employed by RBI.
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13.0  Inclusion of Documents

provisions and requirements set forth in this Agreement shall govern. In the event of a conflict between the
language of the REP, as amended, and the Contractor’s proposal, the language in the former shall govern.

14.0  Entire Agreement
This Agreement constitutes the entire Agreement between the parties with respect to the subject matter contained
herein; all prior agreements, representations, statements, negotiations, and undertakings are suspended hereby.

Neither party has relied on any representation, promise, or inducement not contained herein.

Georgia, having its principle place of business at 38 Hill Street, Roswell, Georgia 30075 and Roswell Bieycles,
Inc.; (RBI or Consultant) having its principle address as 670 Houze Way, Roswell, GA 30076,

WHEREAS, the City of Roswell has caused Request for Proposal Number (12-075-RB) to be issued
soliciting proposals from qualified Firms to furnish all items, labor services, materials and appurtenances called for
by them in accordance with this RFP, Selected (“Consultant”) is required to provide the Services as called for in
the Scope of Services; and

WHEREAS, the Consultant submitted a proposal in response to the RFP; and

WHEREAS, the City of Roswell determined that the Consultant was qualified to provide the required
services in a manner to be most advantageous to the City;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenant and promises contained herein, the
parties agree to compensation per the attached cost proposal for services to be provided as follows:

1.0 Scope of Work

The Contractor agrees to provide all described Services and comply with all requirements specified in the RFP, and
provide those Services as may additionally be specified in the Contractor’s Proposal in accordance with all general
and special terms and conditions of this agreement. Said specifications are hereby made a part of this agreement by
reference.

2.0 Term of Contract

The term of contract is for an initial contract term of ten (10) years, commencing with the grand opening of the
bicycle rental concession services. Anticipated start date is May-June, 2012

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3.0 Independent Contractor
3.1.

The Contractor shall be an independent Contractor. The Contractor is not an employee, agent or representative of
the City of Roswell. The successful Contractor shall obtain and maintain, at the Contractor’s expense, all permits,
license or approvals that may be necessary for the performance of the services. The Contractor shall furnish copies
of all such permits, licenses or approvals to the City of Roswell Representative within ten (10) days after issuance
of Notice to Proceed.

3.2

Tnasmuch as the City of Roswell and the Contractor are contractors independent of one another neither has the
authority to bind the other to any third person or otherwise to act in any way as the representative of the other,
unless otherwise expressly agreed to in writing signed by both parties hereto. The Contractor agrees not to
represent itself as the City’s agent for any purpose fo any party or to allow any employee of the Contractor (o do so,
unless specifically authorized, in advance and in writing, to do so, and then only for the limited purpose stated in
such authorization. The Contractor shall assume full liability for any contracts or agreements the Contractor enters
into on behalf of the City of Roswell without the express knowledge and prior written consent of the City.

4.0 Indemnification

The Contractor agrees to indemnify, hold harmless and defend the City from and against any and all liabilities,
suits, actions, legal proceedings, claims, demands, damages, costs and expenses (including attorney’s fees) rising
out of any act or omission of the Contractor, its agents, subcontractors or employees in the performance of this
Contract.

5.0 Insurance

The Contractor shall, at its own cost and expense, obtain and maintain worker’s compensation and commercial
general liability insurance coverage covering the period of this Agreement, such insurance to be obtained from a
responsible insurance company legally licensed and authorized to transact business in the State of Georgia. The
minimum limit for Worker’s Compensation Insurance shall be the statutory limit for such insurance. The minimum
limits for comprehensive general liability insurance, which must include personal liability coverage will be
$300,000 per person, $500,000 per occurrence, and $1,000,000 aggregate; and, $100,000 per occurrence and
$1,000,000 aggregate for property damage.

5.1

The Contractor shall provide a certified copy of each of the policies, or binders indicating the existence of the
policies prior to the beginning of the contract term. In the event a binder is delivered, it shall be replaced within ten
(10) days by a certified copy of the policy. Each policy shall contain written notice thereof to the official City
representative.
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6.0 Termination
6.1

Any other provisions of this agreement notwithstanding, each party has the right to terminate this Agreement if the-
other party breaches or is in default of any obligation hereunder which default or breach is incapable of cure or
which, being capable of cure, has not been cured within thirty (30) days after receipt of written notice of such
default (or such additional cure period as the non-defaulting party may authorize). In addition, if at any time after
commencement of the Services, the City of Roswell shall, in its sole reasonable judgment, determine that such
Services are inadequate, unsatisfactory, no longer needed, or substantially not conforming to the descriptions,
watranties, or representations contained herein, the City may terminate this Agreement upon thirty (30) days
written notice to the Contractor.

6.2

The City of Roswell may terminate the agreement immediately without prejudice to any other right of action or
remedy if the Contractor:

6.2.1

Becomes insolvent, makes a general assignment for the benefit of creditors, files a voluntary petition of bankruptcy,
suffers or permits the appointment of a receiver for its business or assets, or becomes subject to any proceeding
under any bankruptey or insolvency law, whether domestic or foreign, or has wound up or Hquidated, voluntarily or
otherwise. In the event that any of the above events occur, the Contractor shall immediately notify the City of
Roswell of each occurrence.

6.2.2
After five (5) days written notice fails to:
a) Maintain the required insurance, or;
b) In any other manner to perform the requirements of the RFP.

7.0 Compliance with All Laws and Licenses

The Contractor must obtain all necessary licenses and comply with local, state and federal requirements. The
Contractor shall comply with all laws, rules and regulations of any governmental entity pertaining to its
performance under this Agreement.

8.0 Assignment

The Contractor shall not assign or subcontract the whole or any part of this Agreement without the City of
Roswell’s prior written consent. It is understood that Roswell Bicycles, Inc., intends to assign this contract to
another entity wholly owned by Roswell Bicycles, Inc., Todd Kaib, President and Joseph Cartwright, Vice
President. If the contract is assigned, there will be an operating agreement established at the time of assignment
which utilizes RBI as exclusive manager of all operations involving the facility, and all staff on site will be
employed by RBI. This contract shall be amended at that time to reflect such assignment.
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9.0 Amendments in Writing

No amendments to this Agreement shall be effective unless it is in writing and signed by duly authorized
representatives of the parties.

10.0  Drug-Free and Smoke-Free Work Place
10.1

A drug-free and smoke-free work place will be provided for the Contractor’s employees during the performance of
this Agreement; and

The Contractor will secure from any subcontractor hired to work in a drug-free and smoke-free work place a
written certification so stating and in accordance with Paragraph 7, subsection B of the Official Code of Georgia
~ Annotated Section 50-24-3.

10.3

The Contractor may be suspended, terminated, or debarred if it is determined that:

10.3.1

The Contractor has made false certification herein; ot

10.3.2

The Contractor has violated such certification by failure to carry out the requirements of Official Code of Georgia
Annotated Section 50-24-3.

11.0  Governing Law

This Agreement shall be governed in all respects by the laws of the State of Georgia.

12.0  Policy on Hiring of Non-Resident Aliens

The final award of a contract is contingent upon compliance with O.C.G.A. 13-10-91 and Chapter 300-10-1 of the
Rules of the Georgia Department of Labor, and the Contractor certifying to the City that it, and all its
subcontractors, has registered and currently participates in the federal work authorization program to verify
information of all new employees. Contractor may be suspended, terminated, or debarred if it is determined that the

Contractor has made false certification or that the Contractor has violated such certification by failure to carry out
this requirement.
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
