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Regular Meeting of the Mayor and City Council, Monday, August 23, 2010, 7:00 p.m., Mayor Jere Wood presiding.

Mayor’s Report: 

1. Proclamation in remembrance of Gunnery Sgt. Aaron Michael Kenefick, USMC.

Mayor Wood read a Proclamation in remembrance of Gunnery Sgt. Aaron Michael Kenefick, USMC.  Sgt. Kenefick graduated from Roswell High School in 1997 and gave his life for his country on September 8, 2009 while serving in Afghanistan.  
Mayor Wood introduced the following for presentations to Susan Price, mother of Sgt. Kenefick:
· Jason Skipper who read a letter from U.S. Senator Johnny Isakson;

· Jeff Hamling, a former teammate and classmate of Sgt. Kenefick, who read a Resolution from U.S. Congressman Tom Price that had been entered into the Congressional Record in remembrance of Sgt. Kenefick.  

· Roger Wise, Jr., from American Legion Post 201, who read a commendation letter from Governor Sonny Perdue;
· State Senator-Elect John Albers who read a proclamation from Governor Sonny Perdue commending Sgt. Kenefick;
· State Representative Harry Geisinger who spoke about families like Ms. Price’s who have sacrificed their sons and daughters for the ultimate dedication to their country;

· Fulton County Commission Lynne Riley who read a Proclamation in honor of Sgt. Kenefick on behalf of the Fulton County Board of Commissioners;

· William Mitiu, Post Commander, 108th Calvary of the U.S. Army and Veterans of Foreign Wars, who presented a plaque and memorial Bible to Ms. Price in honor of Sgt. Kenefick and spoke about him on behalf of the men in attendance who were with Sgt. Kenefick the day he died.

· Mike McRay and Dave McCleary from the Roswell Rotary Club and Roswell Memorial Day Committee who presented Ms. Price with a flag that had been flown over the U.S. Capitol by Sen. Isakson and over the Faces of War Memorial at Roswell City Hall at the 2010 Memorial Day ceremony.
Ms. Price spoke about her son, Gunnery Sgt. Aaron Kenefick, and thanked everyone for the recognition and support.   Mayor Wood thanked Ms. Price and Ms. McSween for their sacrifice and the service their sons gave to their country.  
Mayor Wood thanked all who had participated in the remembrance of Sgt. Kenefick to include the branches of the military, the Patriot Guard, citizens, elected officials and those who had represented elected officials, the Kiwanis Club of Historic Roswell for hosting the reception held before the Council Meeting, and the Rotary Club of Roswell.  He also thanked the Best Little Flower Shop in Roswell and the Doubletree Hotel for their contributions to the remembrance of Sgt. Kenefick.

A break was called at 7:35 p.m.  The meeting resumed at 7:45 p.m.

Motion: Councilmember Orlans moved to approve the Consent Agenda.  Councilmember Price seconded the motion.   There was no public comment.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Regular Agenda:
Environmental / Public Works Department – Councilmember Becky Wynn
2. Recognition of Recycling Center Drawing Contest Winners. 
Environmental/Public Works Director Stuart Moring spoke about the contest to pick new artwork for the office walls at the Recycling Center.  Environmental Education Specialist Laura Aikens introduced the winners of the Recycling Center Drawing Contest: Charlotte Weng, a 4th grader at Esther Jackson Elementary School and Jennelle LaVoy, a 6th grader from Holcomb Bridge Middle School.  The drawings from both students were displayed.
3. Approval of continued participation with the Metropolitan North Georgia Water Planning District (MNGWPD) on seeking Federal funding assistance for essential water resources projects.

Environmental/Public Works Director Stuart Moring stated the City has participated in this program the past two (2) years and has received funding assistance both years.  The City is part of a team eligible to receive appropriations from the $20,000,000 authorization for the Water Resources Development Act specified for the Atlanta Metro area.  Mayor Wood asked the total amount the City has received to date, and where the money would be utilized.  Mr. Moring replied last year $31,000, and the prior year $47,000.  The money is for various programs for the Water Resource Division, and an example would be for the Big Creek area above the water intake.  
Motion: Councilmember Dippolito moved for the approval of continued participation with the metropolitan North Georgia Water Planning District (MNGWPD) on seeking Federal funding assistance for essential water resources projects.  Councilmember Diamond seconded the motion.   There was no public comment.  The motion passed unanimously. 

4. Approval for the Mayor and/or City Administrator to sign a contract with Emery & Garrett Groundwater, Inc. in the amount of $35,000 for installation of seven shallow test borings within the floodplain deposits.
Environmental/Public Works Director Stuart Moring stated Emery & Garrett were contracted to do deep well test borings.  They found two (2) locations that provided functional amounts of water and have determined that deposits along the Chattahoochee River and Big Creek appear to be suitable places for shallow wells.  Emery & Garrett have confirmed with Georgia EPD the potential of developing those wells.  Mayor Wood asked the depth of a typical shallow well, and when the City would apply for a permit to draw water from the wells.  Mr. Moring replied that typically the depth was no more than 50 feet.  If the test wells show to be prolific, testing is performed to determine water quality and potential safe yield, and then an application is submitted to Georgia EPD for approval.
Motion: Councilmember Dippolito moved for approval for the Mayor and/or City Administrator to sign a contract with Emery & Garrett Groundwater, Inc. in the amount of $35,000 for installation of seven shallow test borings within the floodplain deposits.  Councilmember Igleheart seconded the motion.   There was no public comment.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Public Safety – Councilmember Nancy Diamond
5. Approval of gifting the police service weapon and badge to retiring officers to honor their service.
Police Chief Ed Williams stated traditionally when an officer is eligible for full retirement, the City has made a gift of his or her service weapon and badge to the officer.  Chief Williams noted that this would honor five (5) retirees this year.  
Councilmember Price asked about security of badges.  Chief Williams replied that most retired officers place the items in a case, although Federal Law allows them to carry their weapon anywhere in the United States with their retired credentials.  He noted it would be a violation of law and policy for a retired officer to present himself as a serving on-duty officer, and if that would happen, the items would be retracted with prosecution.  Councilmember Price asked what happens if the gun or badge is stolen.  Chief Williams replied that the gun or badge would be reported and listed as stolen.   
Councilmember Diamond noted that Chief Williams himself planned to retire in December 2010.

Motion: Councilmember Diamond moved for approval of gifting the police service weapon and badge to retiring officers to honor their service.  Councilmember Orlans seconded the motion.  There was no public comment.  The motion passed unanimously. 

6. Approval of a revised Fire Department Patch.
Fire Chief Ricky Spencer presented a copy of the revised Fire Department patch.  He stated that since the 1950s, there have been three (3) patches.  The men and women of the Fire Department have embraced and designed the new patch and will wear it proudly.  Councilmember Price suggested putting the date of 1854 representing the beginning of the City of Roswell on the patch.  Chief Spencer replied they could place it below the word ‘Fire’.
Motion: Councilmember Diamond moved for approval of a revised Fire Department Patch.  Councilmember Price seconded the motion.  There was no public comment.  The motion passed unanimously.
Transportation Department – Councilmember Rich Dippolito

Approval for the Mayor to sign an Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) with the City of Sandy Springs for the Chattahoochee River Bridge Pedestrian Enhancement Project.

Transportation Director Steve Acenbrak stated that in 2003 the City received a $3,000,000 federal earmark for a transportation enhancement for the bridge over the Chattahoochee River.  The City of Roswell asked the City of Sandy Springs to be a joint partner in this project, and Sandy Springs agreed and has signed an IGA.  By signing the IGA with Sandy Springs, it would move the project to the next level.  
Councilmember Dippolito asked about a connection going underneath the bridge so people would not have to cross the roadway and asked if that was part of the design.  Mr. Acenbrak responded that could be included during the design process.
Motion: Councilmember Dippolito moved for approval for the Mayor to sign an Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) with the City of Sandy Springs for the Chattahoochee River Bridge Pedestrian Enhancement Project.  Councilmember Price seconded the motion.   There was no public comment.  The motion passed unanimously.
