Chapter 5, Building and Construction



Section 5.1.2 - Chief Building Inspector.

There is hereby created the position of chief building inspector who shall administer the provisions of this chapter and have the duties and responsibilities described herein and as stated in the state minimum codes. The inspector shall serve as the " building official" of the City of Roswell as such term is used in the state minimum codes, and such individual shall enforce and interpret the building and technical codes adopted by this chapter. 
The chief building inspector shall be a unit head within the community development department and shall work under the limited direction of the director of community development. 



Section 5.1.3 - Appointment.
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The mayor and council shall appoint the chief building inspector who shall not be removed from office except for cause after a full opportunity has been given to be heard on specific charges. Said appointment shall be for an initial term of four (4) years with subsequent four-year appointments to be made at the discretion of mayor and council. For purposes of this section, cause shall include dereliction of duty, dishonesty, or engaging in those actions described in the City of Roswell Personnel Manual that would subject an employee to severe disciplinary action including termination. 
The inspector may, with the approval of the director of community development, appoint such assistants as he feels necessary to properly enforce the building and technical codes. Such assistants shall likewise not be removed from office except for cause. In the event the office of chief building inspector is vacant, the director of community development shall name an interim inspector whose qualifications most nearly match those required to carry forth the duties of the office.
