Section 3.2.5 - Alcoholic Beverage Caterers.

License Requirements—Resident Caterers.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Any food caterer who is also an alcoholic beverage caterer possessing a valid license from the City of Roswell to sell malt beverages, wine or distilled spirits by the drink at a fixed location within the city may apply for an off-premises license that authorizes sales at authorized catered event(s) or function(s). 




Section 3.7.9 - Special Event Pouring Permit; Temporary Permits for Nonprofit Civic Organizations.

Upon the filing of an application and payment of a fee of $50.00 by a bona fide nonprofit civic organization, the alcoholic beverage licensing board or its designee may issue a permit authorizing the organization to serve alcoholic beverages for consumption only on the premises for a period not to exceed three (3) days, subject to any law regulating the time for serving such beverages. No more than two (2) permits may be issued to an organization in any one (1) calendar year pursuant to this section. Permits issued pursuant to this section shall be valid only for the location, times and date specified in the permit. No permit may be issued unless the sale of distilled spirits, wine or malt beverages is lawful in the place for which the permit is issued and the organization agrees that it shall hire an off-duty police officer of competent jurisdiction to be present during the event. For the purposes of this section, a bona fide "nonprofit civic organization" is defined as an organization which is an exempt organization under Section 501(c) or (d) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.
