RESOLUTION TO SUBMIT A 2013-2014 RECREATIONAL TRAILS PROGRAM GRANT APPLICATION SEEKING $100,000 IN FEDERAL FUNDS 
FOR THE OLD MILL RUINS PARK TRAIL PHASE III PROJECT 
WHEREAS, at the regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of Roswell, Georgia, held on the 27th day of October, 2014, a motion was made and duly seconded that the City of Roswell, Georgia agrees to submit a 2013-2014 Recreational Trails Program (RTP) grant application to the federal Recreational Trails Program administered by the Georgia Department of Natural Resources (GDNR); and

WHEREAS, the grant application request would be in the amount of $100,000 to partially fund eligible “Old Mill Ruins Park Trail Phase III” project expenses; and

WHEREAS, the City of Roswell agrees to comply with applicable program requirements; the proposed project will include the expansion of existing trail system to incorporate pedestrian and ADA trail access via boardwalks and overlooks. This allows additional connectivity to more historic mill ruins, which are located to the right of the covered bridge linking three City parks and the National Park Services’ Vickery Creek Unit recreational area; and

WHEREAS, the Administration and the Recreation, Parks and Historic Cultural Affairs Departments  will be responsible for the implementation, management, reporting and close-out of the grant project; and

WHEREAS, the City, if selected to receive the award, is required to provide a minimum of $25,000 in matching funds from the City’s Grant Match Contingency Fund; also, the City obligates $236,227 in City funds. The local City matching funds will come from the Recreation and Parks Department’s operating and capital accounts; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, Be it Resolved by the Council of the City that the Mayor of Roswell and/or the City Administrator is authorized to execute this grant application and any subsequent documents necessary to apply for the grant funds, this the 27th day of  October, 2014.
