Whereas,

developed organization plans, and opened a temporary national 


headquarters in New York; and

Whereas, 
By 1912, Boy Scouts were enrolled in every state and in 1916 the 


United States Congress granted the Boy Scouts of America a 


federal charter; and

Whereas, 
There have now been more than 111,000,000 members of 



Scouting, and the organization has presented their 2 millionth 


Eagle Scout award in 2009; and
Whereas, 
Each council commits each Scout to perform at least 12 hours of 


community service yearly, totaling more than 30,000,000 



community service hours each year; and
Whereas, 
The Boy Scouts of America endeavors to develop United States 


citizens to have a high degree of self-reliance as evidenced in such 


qualities as initiative, courage, and resourcefulness; have the desire 

and skills to help others take pride in their American heritage and 


understand our nation’s role in the world; have a respect for the 


basic rights of all people, and are prepared to participate in and 


give leadership to the American society.
NOW, THEREFORE, I, JERE WOOD, MAYOR, of the City of Roswell do hereby proclaim February 8, 2010 as Boy Scouts of America Day in celebration of the BSA’s 100th Anniversary and urge all of the citizens of Roswell to join in this celebration and acknowledge our youth and young adults who are members and contribute good will to our communities.
