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Public Meeting Participation Guidelines
If you wish to address the Mayor & Council:
Any person wishing to address the Mayor and Council is required to fill out a speaker form prior to the public meeting. Forms are available as you enter the Council Chambers. Please turn the completed form in to the staff person sitting at the front table podium in the Chambers.
On any single agenda item, speakers will be allotted a maximum of five minutes each. A spokesperson may also be named to represent a group position with others in agreement being recognized by standing. If a speaker believes they need additional time, they may request it from the presiding officer in advance of the meeting. Exemptions to the time limit: Appeals and semi-judicial matters before Mayor and Council.
When you are called upon to speak, you are requested to:
1. Come to the speaker's podium.
2. State your name, home address, and the group you represent if applicable. 
3. Address your remarks to the Mayor and members of Council and not to the audience.

4. File all written statements, along with other documentation, with the staff person at the front table podium. 

Roswell’s Mayor & Council aim to provide an informative and professional meeting in a safe and secure environment. In order to achieve this, the following will not be accepted:
· Items not on the agenda;

· Behavior which is disruptive and interferes with the process, function, and enjoyment of the meeting;
· Harassment or the threat of violence toward the Mayor, City Council, staff, or other members of the public in attendance;
· Promotion of private business ventures;
· Engaging in personal attacks;
· Debating among the audience;
· Using profanity or abusive language.
Thank you for taking time to participate in your City Council meeting.
